A semelhanca do que tem sucedido
nos dltimos anos, a Mesa Directora da
Santa Casa aprovou, na sua sessdo de 1
de Setembro, o plano de atribuicdo de
subsidio de propinas a alunos da Escola
Portuguesa de Macau e do Jardim de
Infancia D. José da Costa Nunes,
referente ao ano lectivo 2004/2005.
Assim, foram aprovados os 71 pedidos
apresentados, jd que todos eles
obedeciam aos requisitos exigidos,
sendo 66 referentes a primeira
instituicdo de ensino e cinco a segunda.

Conforme o rendimento “per

capita” das respectivas familias, os

subsidios  atribuidos
correspondem a diferentes
percentagens do valor
total das propinas. No
escaldo referente ao

rendimento “per capita” mais baixo o
subsidio é de 100% do valor das
propinas e corresponde a 8 dos pedidos
apresentados; no escaldo seguinte o
subsidio cobre 80% do subsidio e
corresponde a 6 pedidos; os trés
escaldes relativos aos rendimentos
mais elevados correspondem a 60% do
subsidio (14 pedidos), 40% (4 pedidos)
e 25% (39 pedidos).
